• You must be a currently enrolled IUPUI student or a December 2007 graduate. 
• All submissions are due at noon on Friday, January 25, 2008.  Late applications will not be 

considered.  
• Submit two copies of each entry unless the award specifies otherwise (the PB Barlow and Tobin 

awards have other requirements).  
• Do not put your name on any submitted manuscript.  
• Include a single application sheet (see below); indicate if you are applying for multiple awards.  

 
Undergraduate Awards 

Essay Award  
This award is presented to an IUPUI undergraduate student for an outstanding critical, analytical, or 
expository essay originating in an English department writing class.  You may submit up to 2 pieces, 
although work entered in this contest may not also be entered in the Creative Nonfiction Writing Award 
contest. (There will be a small monetary or other prize.)  
 
Creative Nonfiction Writing Award  
This award is presented to an IUPUI undergraduate student demonstrating excellence in a creative 
nonfiction piece. You may submit up to 2 pieces, although work entered in this contest may not also be 
entered in the Essay Award contest. (There will be a small monetary or other prize.)  
 
Creative Writing Awards (Fiction and Poetry)  
These awards are for writing done in W206, Introduction to Creative Writing; W207, Introduction to 
Fiction Writing; or W208, Introduction to Poetry Writing in 2007 (last spring, summer, or fall semester). 
For the Fiction Award, you may submit one story; for the Poetry Award, you may submit up to two 
poems. Please submit 2 copies of each poem or story, following the guidelines above. You may revise and 
edit your work the pieces before submitting it. (There will be a small monetary or other prize.)  
Note: creative writers from any course can submit their poetry or fiction for the Pitts and Rea awards (see below).  
 
The Marianne Hedges Award for Excellence in Poetry  
This $100 award is for an outstanding poem by a woman student. Any woman who has  enrolled in an 
IUPUI creative writing class in 2007 may apply. Submit two copies of up to three poems.  The award is 
given in memory of Marianne Hedges, a former IUPUI student and a fine poet.  
 
Rebecca Pitts Poetry and Fiction Awards  
These are awards of $250 each. Anyone who has been enrolled in an IUPUI creative writing course in the 
last 18 months and who is currently an undergraduate student at IUPUI may apply. Submit two copies of 
the story or poem, following the guidelines above. You may submit only one story and/ or one poem. This 
award is given in honor of Rebecca Pitts and made possible by Pauline Bonderman.

Mary Louise Rea Short Story Award  
This award of $250, made possible by a gift from the late Mary Louise Rea, Professor Emerita of English, 
is for a short story written by anyone enrolled in an IUPUI creative writing course during the last 18 
months and who is currently an undergraduate student at IUPUI (or a December 2007 graduate). You may 
submit up to two entries; each entry will be judged separately. Submit 2 copies of each story, following the 
guidelines above.  
 
Hal Tobin First Year Writing Award  
This award is presented annually to the student who submits the best essay completed in either W131 
Elementary Composition I or W140 Elementary Composition I-Honors. Submit 3 copies of your essay, 
following above guidelines. Use clean, fresh drafts of your essay with no instructor comments visible 
(revision is permitted).  
 

Graduate Awards 
Peter Bassett Barlow Award 

This award is for the best paper submitted by a student enrolled in the English MA Program.  It honors 
the memory of a man who served the community as a physician and whose his passionate humanism and 
great intellect bore witness to the lifelong value of a liberal education.  Submissions must have been 
written for course work in the English MA program.  Students may submit more than one paper; submit 
clean copies with no instructor commentary.  Submit one copy of your essay via e-mail to 
patmking@iupui.edu; include your application cover sheet as a separate attachment.  

 

The Joan and Larry Cimino Award for Excellence in Intercultural Communication 

This award, offered by the Indiana Center for Intercultural Communication, is for the best paper or 
thesis on intercultural communication submitted by a graduate student enrolled in a graduate course in a 
degree program offered through the School of Liberal Arts at IUPUI. Understanding between and 
among disparate cultures has challenged humankind throughout history; and clearly, communication, 
intercultural communication, is a key element in achieving understanding. The award is based on a belief 
that a disciplined approach to the study of intercultural communication can provide valuable insights 
toward achieving understanding among cultures. The study of intercultural communication is broadly 
defined to include research in areas such as language corpora, contrastive rhetoric, second language 
acquisition, second language pedagogy, language and communication theory, as well as other related 
fields.
